Men’s Walker Bag Instructions

1. Using a running stitch, sew the pocket embellishment onto one of the large pockets as
shown. Stitch around all edges of the pocket embellishment. (This “pocket” will be used
as an embellishment only.)

2. Stich the button onto the center of the pocket embellishment.

3. Blanket Stitch the outer edges of the pockets on both sides as shown:
